Illustration: Coming to God is not like buying an IBM Personal Computer. When you see the ad in the Tribune that a computer store is having a sale on the IBM PC for under $2,000 that may sound very bright. It may sound like stumbling blocks are being removed and the way is opening to new goals of word processing to be achieved. It may sound like light has dawned. But when you go to the store and check it out you discover there is some darkness in it: that price doesn't include any monitor -- there's nothing but darkness until you have a screen with your computer!
